Portrait of Lady On Fire (Portrait de Ia jeune fille en feu) (France, C. Sciamma, 2019)
France, 1760. Marianne is commissioned to paint the portrait of a young noblewoman before her
arranged marriage; but she must do so in secret. Posing as a hired companion, Marianne observes
Héloise by day and paints her by firelight at night. The two women orbit one another, but intimacy
grows as they share Héloise’s first moments of freedom, and Héloise’s portrait becomes a testament to
their love.

A non-biological family in a Japanese suburb relies on shoplifting to make ends meet. One freezing
evening, day-labourer Osamu and young Shota find their 5-year-old neighbour, Yuri, abandoned
i outside her home. The family takes Yuri in, and when they find signs of abuse, they decide to keep her.
| The lines between theft and survival, kidnapping and rescue, are increasingly blurred when Yuri is
reported missing by a social worker.
