Not more than six credit hours in Activity courses (i.e.
courses labelled PHAC and MUSE) may be completed for
credit towards the degree, except for Kinesiology majors (not
more than 15.0 credit hours) and Music majors (not more
than 12.0 credit hours).

Not more than four courses (12.0 credit hours) from
disciplines offered outside the Faculty of Arts and Science or
the Faculty of Fine Arts may be completed for credit towards
the degree (i.e. labelled ADCS, CDEV, CRED, EDUC, HLSC,
MGT, NURS, and PUBH). Courses cross-listed between the
Faculty of Arts and Science and another Faculty do not count
towards this limit.

Residence requirement:

Degree: at least 20 courses (60.0 credit hours) must be completed
at the University of Lethbridge, including the last 10 courses (30.0
credit hours) completed for credit towards the degree.

Major: at least half of the courses required in the major must be
completed at the University of Lethbridge.

GLER course: A course that could count toward the General Liberal Education Requirement. You may use courses in your major towards this 12-course
requirement. See the 2014/2015 University of Lethbridge Calendar, Part 4 - Academic Regulations (p. 88) for complete information.

The Faculty of Arts and Science offers Liberal Education 1000 and 2000, specifically designed to introduce first-year students to the wide scope of human
knowledge and teach essential university success skills, critical thinking, and integrative thinking (see the 2014/2015 University of Lethbridge Calendar,
Part 14 - Courses, p. 315). LBED 1000 and 2000 may be used toward satisfying the GLER.

Elective: A course that you may choose freely from all those available and applicable to your program. Use courses inside or outside your major, bearing in
mind any restrictions that may apply (e.g., a maximum of 24 courses from any one discipline).
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
