The Public Health major in the Bachelor of Health Sciences prepares students for non-clinical work and
graduate study in the field of Public Health. The Public Health major in the B.H.Sc. is the first of its kind to
be offered at the baccalaureate level in Alberta. Successful completion of the four-year baccalaureate
program earns students a Bachelor of Health Sciences (B.H.Sc.) degree.

Students may choose to complete a practicum placement, Co-operative Education Studies, or Applied
Studies to gain experience in public health practice. Local, national and international placement
opportunities are available, and students will have the opportunity to be mentored by those who are working
or conducting research in the field of public health. An undergraduate (honours) thesis is also available,
providing students with valuable research experience.

Many of our graduates have found immediate success in the job market because of the practical, hands-on
public health experience they have gained in the program.

A career in public health can include designing and implementing programs that promote health, collecting
and analyzing health data, and shaping policy at local, national or international levels. Graduates in public
health often work for governments, private-sector and non-profit organizations. Career opportunities focus
in areas such as: Aboriginal and Immigrant Health, Epidemiology and Biostatistics, Environmental Health,
Health Policy, Health Promotion, Health Services Administration, Infectious Disease Control, Global
Health, Program Management and Evaluation, Wellbeing/Healthy Eating.

Students applying to the Public Health major in the Bachelor of Health Sciences program must hold a 65%
high school average to be considered.

Applicants must have the following Alberta high school courses or equivalents:

¢ English Language Arts 30-1

¢ Biology 30

e Mathematics 30-1, Mathematics 30-2, or Pure Mathematics 30
¢ One other 30-level ‘academic’ course

¢ Afifth course at the 30-level (not including Special Projects)

plan.
