Program Requirements Students admitted to the Post-Diploma Bachelor of Fine Arts -
Multidisciplinary (After a Two- or Three-Year Diploma) are required to
complete a minimum of 20 courses, including 12 courses in the discipline (Art,
Drama, or Music) at the University of Lethbridge. A grade point average of at
least 2.00 must be maintained at all times.

Course Requirements All current specified course requirements for the B.FA. - Multidisciplinary will
apply. Courses from the diploma program may apply. Depending on the content
of the diploma presented, students will be required to complete a 20-course
subset of the courses required for the four-year degree program.
