If the University does not offer a sufficient number of courses to meet the three-course
Language Requirement, students may obtain permission from the Dhillon School of
Business to attend other institutions in order to fulfill their Language Requirement and
credit will be approved toward the University of Lethbridge degree. The International
Management major includes an international exchange term. In general, a student may not
select his or her native language as the language of study.

All students in the International Management major are required to
participate in an international exchange.

Students must complete at least 20 courses at the University of Lethbridge,
including 10 Management courses at the 3000/4000 level.

Minimum Grade Requirement

A minimum grade of ‘C-"is required in ECON 1010; ECON 1012; STAT 1770;

WRIT 1000 OR a university English course; all Management courses, including
courses cross-listed with Management; and all courses in the major marked with
an asterisk (*) in order to meet degree requirements.

Activity Course Limit

Time Limit for Degree
