Sample Sequencing Plan

 Terms Used

Lib Ed Requirement course: A course that could count toward the Liberal 
Education List Requirement. You may use courses in your major towards 
this 12-course requirement. As some courses may not fit specific program 
requirements, students should consult their Faculty advising office. See the 
2019/2020 University of Lethbridge Calendar, School of Liberal Education 
for complete information.

The School of Liberal Education offers Liberal Education 1000 and 2000, 
specifically designed to introduce first-year students to the wide scope of 
human knowledge and teach essential university success skills, critical 
thinking, and integrative thinking (see the 2019/2020 University of 
Lethbridge Calendar, Course Catalogue).

Students may 
wish to take two additional approved courses during this term or will need to complete 
two additional Arts and Science courses to satisfy degree requirements.
