Minimum of three of the seven courses required in the school
subject minor.

Minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.50 (on the U of L
4.00 scale) is required on all graded courses comprising the
minor.

Credit in Education 2500 - Practicum I - Orientation to Teaching
(or equivalent) including a favourable recommendation from the
instructor.
