Education 2500 Education 2500 is an introductory course that must be completed before admission to the program. Its main focus is to 
assist students in making a decision about the suitability of teaching as a career.

Field Experience The Faculty of Education provides extensive field experience during the two years of study in the Education program. 
Beyond Education 2500, all students teach in the schools during Professional Semesters I (five weeks), II (six weeks), 
and III (full semester internship).

Studio Practice Students will experience many different aspects of studio practice ranging from integrating Art across the curriculum 
from Kindergarten through Grade 12, to teaching Art as a separate discipline. Therefore, it is recommended that students 
develop strong studio art skills prior to admission to the faculty.
