______ Major GPA: Minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.50 on 
all graded courses comprising the major, including all transferable 
courses.

______ Credit in Education 2500 - Orientation to Teaching (or equivalent) 
prior to the fall program intake, including a favourable 
recommendation from the instructor.

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Sample Sequencing Plan

Shown below is a sample sequence of courses for your degree. If you follow this plan, you should be able to graduate in five years, provided you complete five 
courses per term. This is just one example of how you could complete your major and degree requirements; you may find that a different sequence works as 
well as this one.

Students are responsible for familiarizing themselves with program requirements and regulations outlined in the University of Lethbridge Calendar including, but not 
limited to:

Minimum Grade Requirement

A minimum grade of ‘C-’ is required in Statistics 1770; Economics 1010 and 
Economics 1012; Writing 1000 or English 1900; all Dhillon School of Business 
courses, including courses cross-listed with Dhillon School of Business courses 
(ACCT, AGEM, FINC, HRLR, IGBM, IMGT, MGT, and MKTG); and all courses in the 
major marked with an asterisk (*) in order to meet degree requirements. The 
Faculty of Education requires a minimum program grade point average of 2.50 in 
Education courses and the courses comprising the major.

Limit on Introductory-Level Courses

Not more than 10 courses may be taken at the 0100/1000 level for credit toward the 
degree. See calendar for courses exempted from this limit.

Residence Requirement

Students must successfully complete at least 20 courses at the U of L, including 
10 Dhillon School of Business courses at the 3000/4000 level, and the equivalent 
of 15 U of L Education courses.

Liberal Education List Requirement (Lib Ed Requirement)

12 Lib Ed courses are required as follows: 4 List I Fine Arts & Humanities; 4 List 
II Social Science; 4 List III Science. See calendar for Lib Ed Requirement 
restrictions.

2. Education 2500 must be completed (with a Pass Recommend) before admission. It may be taken in the spring or summer term immediately prior to the fall intake.

3. Students must complete one of the following Indigenous Content courses: Any course from the IGBM subject codes list, any course from the INDG subject codes list, 

Aboriginal Health 1000, Art History 3152, Blackfoot 1000, Blackfoot 2210, Cree 1000, Cree 2210, Liberal Education 1850 - Conversational Indigenization: Reconciling 

Reconciliation, or Political Science 3215. Students who take an Indigenous Content course that does not have a Fine Arts & Humanities designation must replace one open 

elective with a Fine Arts & Humanities.

4. Students must complete one of the following Data Analytics courses: Accounting 3171, Management 3062, or Management 3622.
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
