e Major GPA: Minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.50 on all graded courses comprising the major, including all transferable courses.
e Credit in Education 2500 - Orientation to Teaching (or equivalent) prior to the fall program intake, including a favourable recommendation from the instructor.
