Only four courses (12.0 credit hours) in total may be counted from any one
discipline toward the Lib Ed Requirement. Disciplines are identified by separate
course subject codes. Cross-listed courses count toward the limit for both
disciplines (e.g. Geography 3225/Global Business 3225 counts toward the limit for
Geography and Dhillon School of Business courses).

Only four courses (12.0 credit hours) in total from the Faculty of Education (EDUC),
Faculty of Health Sciences (AMHC, HLSC, INHL, NURS, PUBH, and TREC), and the
Dhillon School of Business (ACCT, AGEM, DGTR, FINC, GLBU, HRLR, IGBM, MGT,
and MKTG) may be counted towards the Lib Ed Requirement.
