A maximum of three Independent Study courses (9.0 credit hours) may be
completed for credit toward the degree.

A maximum of three Disciplinary Credit Applied Studies courses (9.0 credit
hours) may be completed for credit towards the degree. Students may, in
addition, complete Applied Studies 2000, 2001, 2010, and 2011. For Art
majors, Museum Studies Internship courses (Museum Studies 4000, 4001,
and 4002) are included in this limit.

A maximum of 6.0 credit hours in Activity courses (i.e. courses labelled
PHAC and MUSE) may be completed for credit towards the degree, except
for Kinesiology majors (not more than 15.0 credit hours) and Music majors
(not more than 12.0 credit hours).

Residence requirement: a minimum of 15 courses (45.0 credit hours)
offered by the Faculty of Arts and Science, Faculty of Fine Arts, or School of
Liberal Education must be completed at the University of Lethbridge. At
least half of the courses required in the major must be completed at the
University of Lethbridge.
